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INVITATION

The Miagao Association of California- Miagaowanons of Northern California – Chapter is proud to host the 18th Annual Reunion and Coronation of Miss Teen Miagao California 2011 to be held at the Hilton Hotel San Francisco Airport Burlingame, California on Friday, November 25, 2011.  It would be our honor to welcome one candidate representing your chapter in this year’s Coronation.

Competition Rules and Guidelines

 A.   Candidate Requirements

Each of the following Miagao Association of California shall be represented by one teen candidate age 10 years to 15 years old:

1. San Diego Chapter

2. Los Angeles Chapter

3. Northern California Chapter

  B.   Determination of Winning Candidate

The winner will be chosen based on the highest amount of funds raised solely from the following sources:

· Dinner Ticket Sales

· $ 55.00 Adult

· $ 25.00 Child ( 12 years & under )

· Raffle Tickets Sales

· $ 1.00 each

· Program Ads Sales

· $  50.00   - ½ page

· $  100.00  - Full page

· $  200.00  - inside front page

· $  200.00  - inside back page

· $  300.00  - full back page

        Each dollar received in sales is equivalent to one vote for the candidate.  The count for the dinner tickets sales is limited to 75 dinner ticket sales.  The candidate with the highest votes will be crowned “ Miss Teen Miagao California 2011”.  The candidate with the second highest votes will earn the title “ First Teen Princess”.  The candidate with the third highest votes will earn the title “ Second Teen Princess”.

  C.  Canvassing of Votes

       The votes will be counted during three (3) canvassing meetings at a time, date and venue to be determined later.  All votes from the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd canvassing meetings will be totaled to determine the winning candidate.  Each chapter will have a representative bring all their sold program ad forms, sold raffle entry stubs, list of dinner tickets sold and money received from such sales to each scheduled canvassing meeting. 

Each chapter representative will count each other’s votes and confirm the total votes for each candidate. All chapter representatives will sign a contract of agreement confirming the number of each candidate’s votes and the total amount raised by each chapter. A copy of such  contract will be provided for each Chapter and such copy should be brought to the next canvassing meeting. 

All raised funds from dinner tickets sold, program ad sold, raffle tickets sold, as well as names of guests who purchased dinner tickets, program ad forms, and raffle ticket stubs collected by each chapter will be turnedover to the Chairperson, Canvassing Committee of Miagaowanons of Northern California for holding. The MNC chapter will hold on to these items and bring them to each successive canvassing meeting. The final counting of votes will be during the 3rd canvassing meeting. 

Sales of dinner tickets, program ads, and raffle tickets posted after the deadline on the third canvassing SHALL NOT be credited towards any candidate’s votes.

Non-associated ( donated ) money will not be accepted. Supporters who wish to contribute to their desired candidate must do so in the form of purchased raffle tickets, dinner tickets or program ads before the deadline.  

In the event of a tie between candidates, the 1st tie breaker will be determined by the candidate with the most dinner ticket sold. If there is still a tie, then the 2nd tiebreaker will be determined by the candidate credited with the most dollar amount in program advertisements sold. 

The appropriation of the monies raised for the event will be distributed according to Section F: Appropriation of Funds. 

The winner of Miss Teen Miagao California 2011 title will be officially declared after all votes have been counted and all raised funds and sold items have been accounted for. All money raised and endorsed to MNC is non-refundable.

In the event that a rule must be changed due to unforeseen circumstances MNC will contact each Chapter representative immediately.    

D. Chapter Responsibility

Each Chapter will be responsible for keeping track of their ticket and program ad sales. (Remember: Each dollar received in sales is equivalent to one vote for the candidate.)  

Each Chapter will be responsible for sending representatives to each scheduled canvassing meeting.

Each Chapter will be responsible for delivering all program ad forms, raffle entry stubs and money raised from such sales to MNC. Each chapter will be responsible to include the signed Agreement of the ad form to MNC.

E. Candidate’s Parents Responsibilities   

Each Candidate’s must sign the Miss Teen Miagao California 2011 contract.

This contract confirms that the candidate’s parents understands their role and responsibilities as described below.

Each candidate’s parents will be responsible for the following:

1. Obtaining their attire for the event (Formal attire),

2. Fundraising by selling raffle tickets, dinner tickets or program ads,

3. Delivering all of the funds raised to each scheduled canvassing meeting to the Chapter representative.

4. Contacting  the local Chapter and MNC immediately in the event of

unforeseen circumstances that may inhibit the candidate’s participation.

5.Writing a biography which must be submitted to MNC.

· The biography must be one (1) page long & single-spaced,

· Should include candidate’s photo, her history, achievements, honors received, hobbies, and interests.

The candidate’s parents will be responsible for keeping in contact with representatives from MNC in order to be informed of any changes regarding the competition and the event.

    F.  Appropriation of Funds

The money raised from the event will be appropriated according to the following guidelines:

1. Total earnings includes all funds raised accounted for during the

canvassing meetings only,

2. All expenses incurred by the host Chapter for the event will first be

deducted from the total earnings,

3. The profit (total earnings less expenses ) will then be divided

accordingly:

· First 50% will go to the host Chapter for holding the event,

· The remaining 50% of the profit will then be divided as follows:

i. 50% will go to the Chapter whose candidate wins the title (most money collected) Miss Teen Miagao California 2011

ii. 30% will go to the Chapter whose candidate wins the title (second most money collected) First Teen Princess of Miagao California 2011.

iii. 20% will go to the Chapter whose candidate wins the title (third most money collected) Second Teen Princess of Miagao California 2011.

Candidate’s Responsibilities

Each Candidate’s parents must sign the Miss Teen Miagao California 2011 contract. This contract confirms that the candidate and their parents understand their role and responsibilities as described below.

  Each candidate will be responsible for the following:

1. Obtaining attire for the event (Formal attire)

2. Fundraising by selling raffle tickets, dinner tickets and/or program ads

3. Delivering all of the funds to the Chapter representatives to each 

scheduled canvassing meeting.

a. Canvassing meetings TBD

b. There will be 3 Canvassing meetings before the coronation

4. Contacting local Chapter and MNC immediately in the event of unforeseen circumstances that may inhibit the candidate’s participation.

5. Writing a biography which must be submitted to MNC before 

October 1, 2011.

a. The biography must be 1 page long & single-spaced

b. Should include candidate’s photo, their history, children, achievements, honors, hobbies, and interests.

The candidate will be responsible for keeping in contact with representatives of MNC and local Chapter in order to be informed of any changes regarding the competition and the event.
